Membership and Fees
1) Class fees are $80 / Month Unlimited
10% discount per year ($ 864.00); 5% discount for six months ($456.00). Additionally, there is a
family discount of 15% for additional membership and class fees.
2) Membership fee is $120 annually after three Month. . The membership year is from September 1 to
August 31 of the following year.
